All drivers enrolled in DMV pull program which sends copies
of drivers records to the company.

No vehicle is loaded over its safe and legal capacity.

Visit the company’s facility—this way you can ensure that they
are not a front for another company that may not be licensed or
in good standing

Ask to see their alcohol & drug policy. It should include:
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Partially funded by County of San Diego-ADS

All juveniles and adults sign the contract.

A responsible adult at the point of pick up.

Phone number of adult is given to driver and the number of the
driver is given to the adult

Partition divider will be locked in the open position at all times
All bags, backpacks, etc will be searched and placed in a locked
rear storage area.

Itinerary must be supplied by the parent and will not be
deviated from

At any time if alcohol, drugs, contraband or unsafe activity is
found, a parent will be immediately notified and the charter
may be terminated.
